ORGANISING AUTHORITY

1.1 
The Organising Authority, Lough Ree Yacht Club (“LRYC”), in conjunction with the Irish RS Dinghy Class Association, are pleased to invite you to participate in the Inland Championships which will be held from Saturday 28th to Sunday 29th April, 2012 at LRYC.

RULES

2.1 
Races shall be governed by the rules as defined in the ISAF Racing Racing Rules of Sailing. The Prescriptions of the ISA shall apply and the RS Class Rules, including RS amendments to this notice of race, the sailing instructions and any other amendments thereto.

ELIGIBILITY

3.1        Irish/UK RS Class Association rules for membership to be eligible to compete in this event shall apply. Proof of membership will be required at registration.

Eligible boats may enter on-line at www.lryc.ie
3.3        All boats must be insured for 3rd party liability with a minimum cover of €3,000,000 or equivalent.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
4.1 
Safety – All boats shall comply with the prescriptions set out in the Class Rules. 
4.2
All boats shall comply with the prescriptions set out in the current Class Rules and/or the Notice or Race and/or Sailing Instructions, from the time of the first warning signal of the first race until returning to LRYC following the final race of the series.

ENTRIES

5.1 
Competitors are encouraged to enter in advance. Entries may be submitted using the enclosed entry form. Please make cheques payable to Lough Ree Yacht Club.
5.2        The entry fee is as follows and includes a buffet meal on Saturday night for each helm & crew;
             RS Feva €65 per boat.

             RS200 & RS400 €80 per boat.

             Juniors under 18 years on 31st December 2012, sailing a RS200/400 will pay the same entry as an RS Feva. No entry will be accepted without the appropriate fee and all entries are accepted at the sole discretion of the organisation authority. 
5.3        Entries received after Wednesday 25th of April will be subject to a late entry fee of €15 (RS200/400) or €10 (RS Feva or Junior) per boat. 
5.4 
The Sailing Instructions for the event will be available at registration and may be placed on the RS Ireland and LRYC websites in advance of the event.

REGISTRATIONS AND SCHEDULE

6.1 Registration will take place between 17.00 and 21.00 on Friday 27th April and between 09.00 and 10.00 on Saturday 28th April at the Race Office in LRYC.

Racing will be held on Saturday 28th and Sunday 29th of April with no less than 3 races scheduled on Saturday and 3 races on Sunday. The warning signal will be made at 11.55 on Saturday and 10.25 on Sunday. No race will start after 14.30 on Sunday except for the restart of a race following a General Recall
6.2.1 The Race Committee reserve the right to alter the schedule of races as they see fit to ensure a sufficient number of races are completed.

SCORING

7.1 
The Low Point System of RRS Appendix A will be used.

7.2 
6 races are scheduled of which 3 shall constitute a series.

When 4 or more races have been completed a boat’s worst score will be discarded

SOCIAL PROGRAMME

A full catering and social programme is planned for the event and will be announced later.

PRIZES

9.1
Prizes will be awarded at the discretion of the Race Committee. The presentation of prizes will take place as soon as possible following racing on Sunday 29th April.

COURSES

10.1
Racing will take place in the waters on the southern end of Lough Ree. The starting line may be up to 3 miles from LRYC. A racing area map will be available at registration. 
10.2     Separate starts are envisaged for each class with windward leeward format. Full details of the courses will be available in the Sailing Instructions.
11.0
SAFETY

Competitors shall each wear a life jacket or other adequate personal form of buoyancy at all times when afloat. Wetsuits and dry-suits do not constitute personal adequate buoyancy.

13.0
LIABILITY

13.1 
Competitors participate in the Championship entirely at their own risk. See RRS Rule 4, Decision to Race. The organising authority, Irish RS and their officers, members and volunteers, will not accept liability for loss of life or property, or personal injury or damage caused by or arising out of the RS Inland Championship 2011, including any pre-championship training at the championship site, and competitors take part in the championship entirely at their own risk. The establishment of the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions in no way limits or reduces the complete and unlimited responsibilities of competitors being solely and entirely responsible for the management of a boat they are sailing. It is the responsibility of each competitor to participate in a race or to continue racing. A competitor is wholly and exclusively responsible for his or her personal accident and health insurance. A skipper is wholly and exclusively responsible for his or her third party liability insurance on the boat that he or she is sailing.

TEMPORARY MEMBERSHIP

All Helmsmen and their crews competing in the Regatta will be granted Temporary Members of the Lough Ree Yacht Club for the duration of the event and will be bound by the rules of the Club. The Club reserves the right to withdraw such temporary membership.
